Andrea Paolini arrived to art from a scientific background (he is an electronic engineer that was involved in optoelectronic research and with a major interest in information theory and  mathematical logic) and from a literary experience (in 1999 he published a book of poetry titled: Gli ideali uccidono, ma vivo per loro [The ideals kill, but I live for them],Ibiskos Editrice)



During his artistic activity, started in 2002, in 2004 he exhibited at Velan Center for Contemporary Art in Turin in the Versus X exhibition, later on in two other group exhibitions in public spaces. In 2007 he won a Quality Mention from the Jury of the tenth edition of the public competition supported by the City of Turin IoEspongo, and he participated to the group exhibition Daimon2 in the Carthusian monastery in Collegno and to the exhibition 10 anni di IoEspongo at the Azimut Space in Turin. In 2008, during the world Pi day, he presented at the Polytechnic of Turin the artwork “Squaring of the circle (an irrational solution)” that was put on the website www.polito.it/polymath. In the same year he carried out the solo exhibition titled: “Per interposta opera” [“Through a third (artistic) party”] at the Azimut Space in Turin, he realized the environmental performance “From the side of the others” on the global warming and he exhibited, inside the international show Contemporary Arts of Turin, the interactive installation: “Looking down” and the visual-sound installation: “To create (on wonder)”. 


Photography is another strong interest of him. In addition to many photographs, in supporting a particular photographic work he wrote a short treatise that digs in the theoretical limits of photography.
