Rebecca Dyer Szabo was born on February 17, 1956 in Boston, Massachusetts.

In 1980 she was graduated from Vassar College, Poughkeepsie, New York with a Bachelor of Arts degree in anthropology. In 1987 she moved to Milan where she worked in the office of architect, Anna Falletti, executing presentation drawings and photographing this architect’s professional work for publication in various Milanese design and architecture magazines. This led to jobs producing professional portfolios for other architects in the city.  In 1988 she established a partnership together with Boston architect, Brenda Dyer Szabo producing articles on 20th Century architecture in Japan, Germany and The United States. These articles appeared in publications including Abitare, Allestire, Architectural Lighting, Area, Ceramics in Architecture, D’ARS, Domus, Elle Décor, Flare, Gap Casa, Habitat Ufficio, Keramikos, Interni, Interni Annual, La Mia Casa, Lighting Design, Maiora, Modo, Ufficiostile and VilleGiardini.
