In his teaching experience has some lessons on the History of Chinese Calligraphy held at the Catholic University and Brera Accademy of Fine Arts in Milan and some workshops on Chinese calligraphy (last was held at the Museum of Oriental Art in Venice). In 2010 he began his teaching collaboration with the Italy-China Foundation School in Milan, where he teaches Chinese calligraphy.
