Adela Filipovici is born in Romania, on 30 November 1984.

Face and body painter, make-up artist, choreographer (latino-americano, modern and contemporary dance), she has been always attracted by the photography.

She considers the human body with its complex language - the best way to express herself – much more “alive” than a simple, plain support of paper, wood or other materials.

The face painting develops from the special make-up used in shows and television. The body painting follows as the next step. The goal is to decorate and emphasize the lineaments of each and every person, or transform him into a character, not to cover or hide him or her behind a picture that the artist has in mind.

Numerous shows, TV live performances, contests of body art, carnivals, disco parties, Halloween, baby parties, theatre representations, festivals – these are the places where her body paintings or face paintings can be worn or seen while created. 

And the only way to give this ephemeral art - a piece of immortality –is photographing it.

The work as an English teacher and as a travel agent in a tour operator in Rome, after the Degree in Geography and English and the Master in Tourism Management –represents the other side of her daily reality.
