This work supports my published hypotheses, August 2002: 

1) Ancient Egyptians exploited these structures when locating and constructing tombs. Therefore it is likely that new tombs could be found on these structures. 

2) Underground tomb interiors were in a state of poorer preservation and subject to a greater risk of water 

damage because of these structural weaknesses and the concentrated seepage of water. I concluded that it was 

necessary to map these structures and use them when both planning to preserve known tombs and to discover 

new tombs in the Valley of the Kings, Queens and Nobles.  This recommendation is strongly endorsed by the multi-member Supreme Council of antiquities who annually approve of my study proposal to work in the Valley of Kings. 

Since then, I presented a confirmation to my hypothesis at the National Geological Society of America meeting in Philadelphia, 2006.

In 2008, I presented these discoveries to the Egyptians at the Fourth International Conference on the Geology of the Tethys, The Tethys Geological Society in Cairo, Egypt.

In 2009, I presented my findings that, so far, 30 out of 33 tombs were built along fracture traces further confirming my original hypothesis, The Geological Society of America, Portland, Oregon.

Following these professional presentations, over 50,000 articles were written and published in many languages by journalists using my photography to illustrate my discovery.  These articles appear in such places as NationalGeographic.com, NPR, MSNBC, and Science Vie, to name a few.  Twice I have been interviewed by the Discovery Channel in The Valley of the Kings.
