In his practice he reuses and re-appropriates materials to form new collections and archives of photographs and pieces of dialogue to build stories and experience with others. The work is a process, an archive - a journal of imagery and conceptual investigations.

Andrew’s work demonstrates an obsession with the human race and their connections within a certain location or time. His working practice is situated as photographer, artist-educator, curator, facilitator and communicator. Experimentations, community narrative, participation and collaboration are considered as crucial parts of the creative process. Andrew promotes investigation and innovation, hoping to inspire others to create in new forms. He aims to present and transmit a new approach and foster collaborative, creative problem-solving.
