
Rafael Daz is pleased to present his website which allows an in-depth comprehension of the artist’s work.

Throughout his work Daz has reflected on the mental status of the contemporary humanity attempting to provoke a critical dialogue about birth, life, death, destiny, superstition, moral hazard, adverse selection, control and privacy. 

Daz’s compositions establish and give a crucial role to the definite idea of repetition and changes, evolution, rupture, constant split between connections, probability and the flux of ways of human thinking. His intriguing thoughts are about precarious choices: between steadiness of the past and progress of the future, forgotten memories and images and life expectations. He is offering outside-of-common-perception creations where the familiar is transformed into an enticing strangeness.

In his artwork, Daz uses the tools and iconography of sciences such as medicine or psychology, law, economy and history. 

The artistic pieces are inspired by places such as hospitals, surgeries, cemeteries… Daz also incorporates forms of other objects such as mirrors, telephones, pools, electric cables, fans etc. The final work results in puzzling new images. Shapes originate from photo material and texts that tend to ignore subjects and rather lead to a more precise focus on mere reflections and objects. Daz isn’t afraid to include the ambiguity of the mystery and logic hence refining the seemingly unrealistic results of his artistic elaboration.  

His artistic presentation is characterized by sequences that are dominated by a paused noise. The apparent casual links of the real and the mental invite to speculate about the sense of a seemingly random irrational speech. 

Rafael Daz was born in Spain in 1979. In 2003, he obtained a degree in Law and a degree in Business Administration at Carlos III University in Madrid where he lived for 6 years. In 2004 he attended Istituto Europeo di Design in Milan. In  2006 “Aqua collection” was presented at Twentieth Gallery, Los Angeles. He lives and works in Milan and Madrid.
